g)  Group A  Over 17  Girls  2.45 p.m.  4,000m  

h)  Group A  Over 17  Boys  3.05 p.m.  6,000m

Group D born on or after 1.1.05 (must be in Secondary School)  

Group C born between 1.9.03 and 31.12.04.  

Group B born between 1.9.01 and 31.8.03   

Group A born on or before 31.8.01  

 

ENTRIES  

All entries must be made online. On receipt of your online entry, you will be emailed confirmation and 

will be able to download the final instructions and a copy of the course map. 

A school may enter as many runners as they wish in each category.  

Entries are £8 per runner, with a Team element on the day of the First 4 to count.
